Opportunities allow our students to find out what they like and what 
might constitute future employment and career path. We also assist 
our students develop their talents through persistence, hard work 
and the development of a growth mindset. We believe that our 
students deserve to live empowered lives with passion. 

 

This week we received a new piece of equipment for our metal work 
room. The school purchased a CNC lathe. We still need to have 3-
phase 20 Amp power point installed, this will happen early next 
week. This new lathe is computerised and will complement the other 

lathes we have in the metal work room. It provide our students with the opportunity to use Industry 
standard computerised equipment. The machine has multiple tools and can be programmed to cut, shape 
and use the tools. Our old lathes will provide our students with the basic skills and understanding of using 
a lathe. The new machine will allow our students to apply that knowledge with modern machinery. 

 

The school now has a defibrillator. The defibrillator we purchased is fully 
automatic and “talks” the user through the process. In the case of an 
emergency we will have a device that is readily accessible by staff. As with our 
emergency drills with evacuations and lock-downs we hope it is something we 
never need to use but we have available is we do need to use a defibrillator. 
Staff at school have a yearly refresher of CPR. This Royal Life Saving training 
include the use of defibrillators.      

 

Out Year 12 Industrial Technology major works are due by 3:30pm Thursday. 
The students have put in a considerable amount of work and time (including 
weekends, after school) to ensure their major works and portfolios are 
completed by the deadline. We also need to thank staff and parents for their support of our students, their 
learning and their projects. 

 

As in previous newsletters: I once again reminded all members of our community that under no 
circumstances should a student bring a knife to school. The laws relating to the carrying of knives 
especially for those under the age of 16 changed several years ago. Woodenbong Central School is a safe 
place for our students; we work hard to ensure our school remains a safe place. I ask for your assistance in 
keeping our school a safe place, by ensuring knives are not brought to school. If you believe your child 
need to bring a knife to school, for example to cut a sandwich or peel a piece of fruit, please contact the 
school and we will make arrangements. 

 

Our students have many opportunities for learning experiences and 
excursions. We always work to minimise the cost of our excursions 
and often they are heavily subsidised. Any parent who would like 
their child to attend an excursion but is experiencing a temporary 
cash flow issue should contact me and we can work out a way 
forward so students can attend.

On Friday 26th July, the students from year 10 and 11 visited the nation’s capital on their way home from 
Jindabyne. The day was packed with visits to the Federal Parliament, The Australian War memorial and 
The Museum of Australian Democracy. The day was supported through the PACER program. The 
Parliament and Civics Education Rebate (PACER) program is an Australian Government initiative that 
provides financial assistance to support students' on-site learning about national democratic, historical 
and cultural institutions in Canberra.  
 
The day started out with a visit to Federal 
Parliament. The students were astounded by the 
beauty and grandeur of New Parliament House. 
Whilst they did not get to see a sitting session of 
Parliament, they were greeted by a representative 
of Kevin Hogan and were able to sit in the public 
gallery.  

 
 
Next on the agenda was a trip to The Australian War Memorial. Whilst the mood was sombre and the 
tone subdued, the kids were suitably in awe of the sacrifice and patriotism displayed by the men and 
women of the Australian Armed forces. The students were able to engage on a personal level by placing 
a poppy in the Hall of Remembrance next to the names of their family members who gave their lives in 
war. They were also able to engage with the incredible visual and audio displays that told the story of 
Australians at war. All were left with a new 
appreciation for the struggles undertaken in the 
name of their freedom. 
 
Lastly we visited The Museum of Australian 
Democracy. This is held in the Old Parliament 
House and gave the student the opportunity to sit 
in the Senate and hold a re-enactment of the 
conscription debate of 1964. Here the year 10 
debating team shone brightly with vibrant and 
forceful enactments of the crucial arguments of 
the debate.  
 
All in all, the day was a great success and one that 
will remain with the students for a long time.

Investigating - Experimental design, use of 
controls and notion of ‘fair test’ 
Higher-order skills - Including reasoning and 
problem solving 
Earth and Beyond (incorporating the Earth Sciences and Astronomy). 
Energy and Change (incorporating Physics). 
Life and Living (incorporating Biology and Ecology).
