A student who averages 90% attendance 

will miss more than 260 days (or 1 year 

3.6 months) of school over their 13 years 

at school. That is they will be over a year behind their peers 

who have near perfect attendance. Regular attendance at 

school assists with student learning. When a student is absent 

from school they not only miss the content but the learning 

opportunity the teacher has devised to assist them learn as 

well as the underlying ideas and concepts. Often learning is 

built upon one concept or idea leads to another. Regularly 

absences can leave gaps that become increasing difficult catch 

up on. There are times when students are away from school 

due to sickness, family reason or leave.

Yet he became one of the most 

beloved and popular American poets of all time. Who was he? Robert Frost. 

In 1907, the University of Bern turned down a PhD dissertation from a young physics student. Yet 

that student went on to change the scientific world forever. Who was he? Albert Einstein. 

When a sixteen-year-old student got his report card from his rhetoric teacher in school, there was a 

note attached that read: ‘A conspicuous lack of success.’ But he refused to accept it. Who was he? 

Winston Churchill. 

After listing the heroes of faith in Hebrews 11:34 we read, ‘Whose weakness was turned to 

strength; and who became powerful in battle.’ That can be your story too. David, who experienced 

spectacular failure in life, wrote, ‘The Lord is my strength and my shield; my heart trusted in Him, 

and I am helped.’ (Psalm 28:7 KJV) The only people who can let you down are the people you lean 

on. So lean less on people and more on God.
